General Welfare Requirement: Safeguarding and Promoting Children’s Welfare

The provider must promote the good health of the children, take necessary steps to prevent the spread of infection, and take appropriate action when they are ill.

1.22 Clothing
Policy statement
Parents are advised of what constitutes appropriate clothing for children to wear to sessions in the Information pack given out at the timing of joining. Clothes should be appropriate to the season bearing in mind the health risk of skin exposure to the sun, comfort; and the range of activities in which the children participate. While reasonable care is taken to protect clothes during messy activities, the pre-school cannot accept any liability for clothes spoiled or stained during the course of a session’s activities. 

Guidance on suitable clothing: 

· Clothes, particularly sweatshirts, cardigans, coats, hats, gloves and scarves should be named to make it easier to reunite them with the children.

· In the summer months:

· Shoulders should be covered up to prevent sunburn. Girls should not be sent in to pre-school with shoulder straps and a cardigan to cover up; if it becomes too hot to wear a cardigan outside shoulders will be exposed.

· A sun hat should be supplied
· In the winter months:

· A coat should be provided for outdoor play.
· Hats, gloves and scarves are advised for outdoor play in particularly cold weather

· Children must wear suitable shoes for play on the climbing frame.

· No jewellery is to be worn, apart from stud earrings.

· Uniform is available to purchase, but is not mandatory.
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
